● Today I am going into classes to explain to students our new reward plan for the remainder of the term.

This change has come about after student feedback.

In short – students will receive a ‘Snap’ for being engaged in their learning. 10 Snaps will entitle students to a bracelet/treat and 20 snaps to a free swim at the end of the term. This will also extend into the playground for positive behavior. This means we won’t have weekly snap draws but will keep you informed on student progress.

● On Wednesday I took our three Sports Academy students to a gathering with Norm Hewitt to find out who received the Scholarships for 2016.  Congratulations to Liz, whom to her surprise, received one of three $200 Scholarships for 2016.
